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Competition 
Ecosystem = community (living)  +  habitat 
(non-living).

Population = a group of individuals of the same 
species.

Each ecosystem has environmental (physical) 
factors and biotic (living) factors.

Animals and plants compete for scarce 
resources, eg. food, light and space.

Predators are well adapted to catch their prey. 
Equally the prey is adapted to avoid capture.

Predators and their prey affect the size of each 
other’s populations.
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
