

The Circulatory System


In this simulation, students are provided with a simple schematic representation of the human double circulation.

They can then move on to see the pulmonary circulation in isolation, the body circulation in isolation and the double circulation combined. In each case, the main parts of the system are labels and students can see the pumping of the heart and how the blood flows around the system.

This simulation allows students both to untangle the two parts of the double circulation and to see how the whole system works together. It also enables them to see the circulation of the blood as a dynamic system, moving their understanding of the concept on from the static diagram on a page. It also offers the opportunity to link the events in the circulation with their pulse as recorded manually or using a data logger.
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
