

C1a.1 The Periodic Table

This simulation provides students with useful practice to help them learning the first twenty elements of the Periodic Table and their properties.

In the first stage students have to drag and drop the right symbol to the right element named at random in a table. Once the table has been completed correctly, students are then asked to move the first twenty elements to their correct places in the Periodic Table. At the same time they are provided with some basic properties of the various elements, which they can use to help them place them in the appropriate groups.

This activity is simple but it requires students to think through what they have learnt about the elements and the way the Periodic Table is built up. It can also be used as a useful revision exercise in the build-up to examinations.
