

C1.2 Making polymers from alkenes

In this simulation students are provided with an opportunity to see how polymerisation works with a number of different alkenes. The students are provided with a choice of five different alkenes. They build up the structure of the alkene, and then the structure of the associated polymer. The simulation produces the symbol for the polymer.

The ability to see monomers and polymers building up in this way will be particularly useful for visual learners, but all students will benefit from the practice which producing the different monomers and polymers provides.
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
