Learning objectives

· That plant and animal cells are similar in a number of respects, but have significant differences
· That plant and animal cells have a cell surface membrane which keeps the cell together and controls what enters and leaves
· That cells have cytoplasm which occupies most of the cell
· That cells have nuclei which control activities of the cell
Teaching strategy

This is a plenary activity and, as such, will follow on from general class work about the structure of cells and differences between animal and plant cells. This activity provides a framework within which pupils can record what they have learned.

Classroom assistant

Pupils often find it difficult to cut and glue neatly. Help with this with pupils telling you where the labels need to go. This will also avoid pupils sticking them in the wrong place.

Misconceptions

Pupils may get the idea that all plant cells contain chloroplasts.

· Produce labelled diagrams of an animal cell and a plant cell
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
