What is tertiary industry?

The service, or tertiary, sector is the biggest area of
employment in the UK - and in most other MEDCs - today. It
includes an enormous range and variety of types of work.
Such a big group of employment types needs subdividing or
sorting into separate classifications. Take a look at the jobs
on these two pages.
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B Think of about five you

you can divide service workers into.
Then sort (or classify) the workers on
this page into those different groups.
For instance, you might have health
and education as one of your
groups. Then you might put
ambulance paramedic in that
group. Your teacher might give you
some cards to sort out, to help you
answer this question.
