• Two young people were arrestedin Botanica City for shoplifting.
Many of us lost all our possessionswhen our homes were destroyed bygovernment bulldozers.

There is no electricity in our

neighbourhood, we have to fetch all

our water in buckets from a

standpipe.
We used to live near the airport but

the government bulldozed our

homes to make the area look more

respectable to foreign visitors.
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
